• $12,698.43 in Baronage account.
• Followed up on 2 checks we sent last

HRM. One was bounced, the other was
never cashed.

• Looked into Wells Fargo, only need to
have $1,000 in the account to avoid fees
instead of $7,500

• Took 201 and learned that we don’t
have to stay with Wells Fargo. They are
willing to examine other banks as long
as they are willing to work with the
needs of the SCA
• Thorve will talk to Wells Fargo to see

if we can get an interest account wit
a low maintaining balance. If they
say no, she will begin looking into
other options.

• Sinn asked about current signers on the
accounts
• Thorve mentions that there are way

too many signers on the account.

• Event specific emails are created that
are being forwarded to other
addresses
• Consider having a gmail address for

those events or have a hosted
email address (no need for both)

• SCA is not going to GSuites, but we as
a Barony can move forward with
utilizing Google at a base level
• Will have more continuity when

changing hands leadership wise
and just making it easier for
autocrats/officers to pass along
information
